For 2010-2011, The Dearborn Academy did not make Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP). This was
because we did not attain target achievement goals for all subgroups of students in Reading. If we do not
make AYP for two years in a row, we will be identified for school improvement. The Dearborn Academy
has since enacted an Action Plan involving summer and after-school programs, as well as specialized
MEAP preparation curricula for instruction during the school day. We look forward to improved student
performance in Reading and increased support from the parent community. We hope to see you at our
quarterly meetings, where we can learn together about how to best support our students’ study skills and
habits.
